Frequently Asked Questions

Why is the Diocese of Green Bay andt.
Agnes Parish conducting the Advancing the
Mission Stewardship Campaign?

The Diocese of Green Bay and St. Agnes Parish

are conducting a campaign together to address the
needs of the St. Agnes community today as well as
the needs of the Church in the future. Our ASPIRE

team has been working for over 2 years to
determine the needs of the community here at St.
Agnes. Advancing the Mission takes the vital next
step to continue fostering a vibrant parish at St.

Agnes and meet those needs identified by ASPIRE.

The diocesan needs are centered on Leadership

Development; Evangelization; Faith Formation and

Priestly Care.

Who is participating in the Advancing the
Mission Stewardship Campaign?

All 160 parishes in the Diocese of Green Bay will
be involved in the campaign. Each parish family
will be invited to prayerfully consider participati.

How will the funds be used?

After the yearly Bishop’s Appeal has been met, St.

Agnes will share 50% of the first $710,000

collected with the four diocesan endowments. This

Is one-half of our average ordinary income from

the previous 3 years. All funds beyond this amount

will remain at St. Agnes to meet the needs of our
community through the ASPIRE project.

Will | still be asked to contribute to the
Annual Bishop’s Appeal?

The 2008 Bishop’s Appeal has been absorbed
into the campaign; therefore the first $90,000 we
raise will fund our 2008 appeal assessment. In
2009 and 2010 we will once again participate in
the Bishop’s Appeal as we have in years past.

How were the needs of the parish
determined?

Parish leadership (parish council, finance
council, pastoral team, ASPIRE planning team)
determined how our portion of the funds would
be used.

How can | make a gift?

You can make a gift by prayerfully considering
the invitation to participate in the campaign and
then filling out a commitment card (we are
encouraging three-year pledges) and turning it in
on our Special Event Weekend December 1-2,
2007. All gifts would be tax deductible through
this campaign and should be discussed with your
financial advisor.

Will this gift affect the sacrificial giving
needs of St. Agnes Parish?

No, all gifts recived in this campaign are to be
used for the purposes defined in the information
packet campaign goals document.
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What is the project need?
Renovating and rebuilding St. Agnes Church will

require a generous amount of time, energy, talent,
prayer and financial resources—the estimated total

project cost is around $5.75 million.
What is included in that cost?

Our remodeling plans address a number of urgent
needs including some large, overdue maintenance
items as well as addressing additional space needs

How long will construction take?
The renovation of our Church is expected to last
9-12 months.

Will we be celebrating mass outside of
church?

Yes, we anticipate the possibility of celebrating
mass in an alternate location for 2-3 months
during part of the construction phase.

Are we getting kneelers and new pews?
Yes. Kneelers follow Diocesan guidelines and
the existing pews are unstable and in constant
need of repair.
