IOWA testing results
These are summary reports of the averages for each of our tested graldss3gba 7. The reports are
using stanines. Stanines are normalized standard scores that range from 1 tov@ andaliarage of 5.
There are nine stanines with 1-3 stanines indicating below average, stafimeicating average range and
stanines 7-9 indicating above average scores.

The School Summary of IOWA indicates grades 3, 5, 7 were in tffestanine for the average HFS student
in thereading total; in thelanguage tota| the 3* & 7" graders averaged in th8 &tanine and the™s
graders averaged in th& 8tanine; in thenath total, all grades averaged in th8 §tanine. In theore

totals (reading, language, math) all grades averaged in‘tiséanine. In th&ocial Studies the 3 5™ and

7" graders averaged in th® 3tanine. IrScience the 3* 5", and 7' graders averaged in th& gtanine.

The 3% and %" grades averaged in th® tanine and the"7grade averaged in th& 6tanine in th&ources

of Information totals. In theotal composite,all grades averaged in th¥ ganine. These scores are in
comparison to the national averages.

Our 39 graders were above the predicted grade equivalent average in allkaegtscomputation. In the
core total, the average HFS 3rd grader performed better than 80% of all tmessthadionally taking this
test. In the total composite, the average HE§rader scored better than 83% of &li@aders nationally
taking the test.

The 8" graders performed at or above the predicted equivalent average in all asgaserputation. In
the core total, the average HFS 5th grader performed better than 85% Bitiaelérs nationally taking the
test. In the total composite, the average HESrader scored better than 84% of dligsaders nationally
taking the test.

The 7" graders performed above the predicted equivalent average in all areas exgepatom In the

core total, the average HFS 7th grader performed better than 83% Bfghed@rs nationally taking the test.
In the total composite, the average HESg7ader scored better than 82% of tiegvaders nationally taking
the test.

The
skills that were over 20% from the national percentage correct were: Punctapbstrgphe, quotes, colon,
and semicolon), Data Analysis (compare quant./relationships), Social Shidtesy) and Critical Thinking
(social studies). The skills that were less than 10% over the national peraantagewere: Punctuation
(comma), Concepts and Estimations (algebra, geometry), Math Computationi{a whole numbers,
subtract with whole numbers, and multiply/divide with whole numbers), and CapitaiiZatiiting
conventions).

In Grade 5the skills in which ourtégraders were less than the national percentage correct were: Math
Computation (multiply with whole numbers, divide with whole numbers). The skills thataver 20%
from the national percentage correct were: Reading (factual understai@peting (root words and words
with affixes), Capitalization (namest/titles/dates/holidays, placeesaarganizations and groups, writing
conventions and overcapitalization/correct cap.), Punctuation (end punt., comma,
apostrophe/quotes/colon/semi), Usage and Expression (nouns, pronouns & modifiers, vagesesmand
clarity, organization of ideas), Concepts and Estimation (measuremeitfgrRi®olving and Data
Interpretation (single step problem solving and read amounts — data interpretatiat)S&ioes
(economics), Science (scientific inquiry), Maps and Diagrams (analfaenation), and Reference
Materials (using reference materials). The skills that werghess10% over the national percentage correct
were: Punctuation (correct punctuation), Concepts & estimations (probability asticsia Math
Computation (add/subtract with whole numbers, multiply/divide with whole numbers, adaé¢suwtith
factions and decimals).
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In Grade 7 the skills in which our 7 graders were less than the national percentage correct were: Math
Computation (multiply/divide fractions and divide with decimals). The skills the¢ aeer 20% from the
national percentage correct were: Vocabulary, Reading Comprehensioan@efé& interpretation and
analysis and generalization), Spelling (root words and correct spelliagitalization (place names and
overcapitalization), Punctuation (comma), Usage & Expression (verbs), ConcEptsr&tions (number
properties & operations and measurement), Problem Solving & Data Intagprésagle-step and
approaches and procedures), Social Studies (history and geography), 3iteescierice), Critical Thinking
(reading). The skills that were less than 10% over the national perceateg were: Capitalization
(overcapitalization), Math Computation (add/subtract with whole numbers, multpégdvith whole
numbers, add/subtract with fractions, multiply/divide fractions, add/subtrdctedimals, divide with
decimals).

In Grade 3, in the Core Total (reading, language, math) 2% of HE§raders were in the below average
stanines, 25% were in the averages stanines and 73% were in the above average Sthe highest
percents were in thé"67" and 9" stanines. In the Composite Total (core total plus social studies, science
and sources of information) 0% were in the below average stanines, 35% in the atgTags and 65%
were in the above average stanines. The highest percents were"inthesd §' stanines.

In Grade 5, in the Core Total (reading, language, math) 0% of HE§raders were in the below average
stanines, 27% were in the averages stanines and 73% were in the above average Sthe highest
percents were in thé"78" and 9" stanines. In the Composite Total (core total plus social studies, science
and sources of information) 0% were in the below average stanines, 23% in the atgrags and 77%
were in the above average stanines. The highest percents were"n@hand ¢' stanines.

In Grade 7, in the Core Total (reading, language, math) 2% of HE§raders were in the below average
stanines, 35% were in the averages stanines and 63% were in the above average Sthe highest

percents were in thé"78th and ¥ stanines. In the Composite Total (core total plus social studies, science
and sources of information) 2% were in the below average stanines, 35% in the atsTags and 63%

were in the above average stanines. The highest percents were"nhesd &' stanines.
