GRACE Update:  As you are aware, in January Bishop Zubik called for a diocesan wide effort to study 
and develop a plan for Catholic Schools.  In the Green Bay area this plan has come to be known as 
GRACE (Green Bay Regional Association of Catholic Education).  GRACE is a conceptual plan to 
create a consolidated Catholic School System for the Green bay Area.  A GRACE Steering Committee 
was formed, as were 14 subcommittees, to come up with a specific proposal for consideration by all 
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parishes in the Green Bay area.  This proposal was to be completed and presented to parish councils by 
November 7, 2005.  The steering committee announced in a letter this week that they would not be able 
to meet this deadline despite their best efforts.  They are planning to complete their proposal by the 
week following Thanksgiving and allow pastors, parish councils, and parishioners to review it and 
provide feedback to the steering committee.  This review process will take place the last week of 
November and most of December. It is anticipated that the drafted proposal will be even more widely 
disseminated at the time- especially to families who have students at Holy Family School, and other 
interested persons.   Please remember that you can access information about GRACE and school 
planning on the diocesan website at www.gbdioc.org click on School Planning.
