M iddle School Parents:   A Message from the Kitchen:    In trying to encourage our middle schoolers 
to participate in hot lunch, we will be experimenting over the month of December with offering a “chef”  
type salad as a main entrée for students in grade 6-8. Initially the salad will consist of lettuce, a 1oz.meat 
choice (depending on the day; diced ham, breaded chicken, or diced turkey), 1oz. shredded low fat 
cheese, shredded carrots, and perhaps croutons.  THESE ITEMS WILL NOT BE OPTIONAL.  ALL 
STUDENTS TAKING THE SALAD CHOICE MUST TAKE THE PRE-MEASURED CUPS OF 
MEAT AND CHEESE. Choices of salad dressings for the time being will include fat free ranch or fat 
free French.   In addition to their salad they will receive a breadstick and can then continue to select off 
the line. This salad will take the place of the main entrée.  Those choosing the salad will not be able to 
take the main entrée. The salads will only initially be available one day a week.   The days in Dec. will 
be Dec. 7th, 14th, and 19th.  The salads will then be pre made and ready for the students when they come 
to lunch.  Please be patient as we assess the popularity of this healthier choice.  If it is a popular enough 
choice we will gradually add it on more days.  Let me know if you have any questions.  Thanks for your 
cooperation.
