Message from the Principal: 
Third Source Funding Hours:  Please remember to turn in your TSF Tracking Slips with your third source hours 
recorded on them by April 13.

After School Program – We are excited to offer the opportunity for busy parents to pilot a potential new program for 06-07.  
During the last two early dismissal days this year we invite parents to sign up their children for an After School Care 
Program.  The program will be run by Mrs. Patti Crooks our Early Childhood teacher.  The dates of our last two early 
dismissal days are: Friday, April 7 and Friday May 5.  After School Care programs are designed to give busy working parents 
an option for childcare until they can pick up their children after work.  The two early release days will run from 11:30 am 
until 3:30 pm.  The children will need to bring a bag lunch.  The afternoon’s activities will include Lunch, Free Play (outside 
or Inside depending on weather), Quiet Time (Rest, read, quiet board games, etc.), and an Organized Activity (game, art 
project, etc.) 
If you would like to register your child for either of the dates listed above, please call the school office at 494-1931.  The cost 
is $6.50 per child. 
Main Entrance Procedure:  We have installed a new buzzer system at our main entrance.  When you buzz to be let in the 
school, you will no longer here someone asking you to come to the office.
