Message from the Principal: 

It is hard to believe but April is now here.  Where has the time gone?  As we start the month of April, I want to take 
this opportunity to discuss our focus – Team Work – Building Character to become Better Stewards.  Team work is an 
important concept.  Together Everyone Achieves More (T.E.A.M.).  This year our staff has worked hard to develop the team 
work necessary to become a professional learning community.  It began last spring when 2/3 of our teachers enrolled in a 
course we offered through Silver Lake College called Professional Learning Communities.  Fr. Bob Kroll, Diocesan 
Superintendent for Catholic Schools, served as the instructor.  From this course the staff identified the need for more time to 
collaborate and work on professional development themes that continue to move us in the direction of becoming a 
Professional Learning Community.  This is why we added assembly times when teachers can work together in teams while 
students attend an educational program.  Teachers have worked in professional development teams during early release days 
to study and implement the following topics: leveled reading, four block approach to language arts instruction, active 
learning strategies, assessment practices, and integrated curriculum.   

A professional learning community seeks to answer three very important questions.  What do we want each student 
to learn?  How will we know when each student has learned it? How will we respond when a student experiences difficulty in 
learning?  Recently we as a staff attended a Learning Institute sponsored by the diocese entitled Curriculum That Works for 
You and Your Students.  The premise of the institute was to introduce a new approach to lesson design which will help us, as 
a staff, answer these three vital questions.  The idea is to start with the outcomes or end in mind. These outcomes are the 
essential pieces of knowledge identified through curriculum mapping and collaborative discussions with the staff.  Then, the 
next step is to develop assessments to help us see that our students understand the outcome.  Finally, we can address the third 
question – what will we do when students are experiencing difficulty.  This is where the redesigned Supportive Consultant 
program comes in.  By working as a team, parents, teachers, and consultants can help develop strategies and plans to address 
the needs of these students.   

What is to come?  As a staff, we will be mapping our curriculum and identifying essential learning.  These maps will 
be published for parents and students.  We will continue to study Understanding by Design – an approach to lesson planning 
that starts with the outcomes, builds assessments (a point where we can plan for different learning styles), and then as 
teachers we decide how the lesson will be structured to help students learn and perform well on the assessments.  We are 
looking to make significant changes in the middle school format.  We are at the stage of developing ideas and building a 
schedule to help us implement change.  One idea is to implement an advisement program for all students in grades 6-8.  This 
program will allow students to make meaningful connections with at least one adult as they proceed through our middle 
school program.  Parents and students will be surveyed soon to gain their input on middle school.  We will continue to 
develop and implement leveled reading strategies in the primary grades as well as using a four block approach in the 
intermediate grades.  All staff will focus on implementing the new standards based Math curriculum from the diocese.  We 
will send administration and a team of teachers to training this summer to develop implementation strategies for HFS.  The 
diocese will continue to develop standards based curriculum until all areas of the curriculum have been addressed.  It is an 
exciting time at HFS and in education in general.  We invite parents and students to join us in a team approach to making 
HFS the best school it can be!  I look forward to continued parent involvement in our school.  Your volunteering makes us 
even stronger!
