Dear Holy Family School Families,                         December 14, 2006 
 
Christmas Program:  On December 18 at 6:30pm.  We will have our Evening In Honor of the Christ Child 
featuring our students and a musical celebration of the Christmas season.  Please consider bringing a gift of baby 
items (diapers, wipes, blankets, clothes, etc.) to the Christmas program to support the Love Life Project.  
Help make Christmas brighter for babies in need.  
Christmas Band Concert:  Wednesday, December 20 at 7pm in the school gym.  All are welcome!  There will also 
be an all school dress rehearsal for the students and staff at 10 am on December 20.   
 
Emergency School Closing:  In the event of weather causing a school closing, please tune to local radio or TV 
announcements.  Holy Family School follows the decision of the Green Bay Public School System.  An attempt is 
made to make the decision for closure by 6 AM. 
It is important that you have an emergency plan with your children in case weather or other emergency closure 
during the school day.  Where should they go?  What should they do?  If such an emergency is necessary, Holy 
Family School buses are scheduled to be here for dismissal one hour after the announced dismissal time.  For your 
child(ren)’s safety, please have an emergency plan.  It may be helpful to have it on a note in your child’s backpack.  
A plan is important and comforting to your child(ren).  At those times, our school phones get jammed with calls and 
information.  Please listen to the radio and TV for closure announcements.  
Decisions for weather-related closure and early dismissal are made by the public school system in the best interest 
and safety of the children in a large district.  Please know that your decision as a parent is to be respected if you feel 
the situation is not safe for your family. 
 
Weather Reminder: With the arrival of winter temperatures it is important to remind your children to wear their 
mittens, gloves, hats, scarves, warm coats, etc.  Students do go out for recess and need to dress appropriately.  The 
only time we would not go out during the winter season is when the temperature or the wind chill drops below zero 
degrees Fahrenheit.
